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Short Story:  DPH is now required to provide additional information to the subawardees (i.e., the LHDs) about the source of their federal funding.
When:  Now. We’re starting this “Omni” rollout with the FY17 as the Program Staff is about to prepare the printed AAs for FY17. (Once we’ve gotten the FY17 AAs set, we’ll then turn our attention to the FY16s. Information will be provided on the process for the FY16s later.)
Plan:
1. New boilerplate language will be part of every FY17 in the VI. Funding Guidelines and Restrictions section (which means we need to remove the “if applicable” from the section heading).
2. Every AA that is federally funded will now have one or more documents attached to it — the Supplement.
3. Throughout the fiscal year, as additional NOAs are received, additional Supplements will need to be produced and sent to the LHDs.
What is a Supplement: A Supplement is a single page which provides all the required information (see list below) about the federal grant award to the LHDs: grantee info, grant info, and funding amounts.
To reduce the quantity of pages produced, we’ve designed it so all 85 LHDs are displayed on one Supplement page. 
One Supplement will be made for each federal grant award year (as funds are by year). Everyone who has federal grants funding their AAs will have part of two award years making up the 12-month AA — so ultimately there will be two Supplement pages per AA for FY17.
In addition, if you have an AA that has two (or more) different federal grants, you would need to produce Supplement pages for each grant.
A Supplement page is specific to a single FY and a single Activity, Each is numbered, starting with Supplement 1 (to be able to distinguish between them).

Program Staff Responsibilities:  The Supplements are completed by the Program and are attached to the AAs (and AA Revisions) as appropriate. 

Program is solely responsible for the accuracy of the data entered in the Supplement. Questions related to the accuracy of the federal award information to be included in the Supplement should be directed to Program Operations Managers.

The original AAs, at the start of the state fiscal year cycle (produced by mid-January), must include Supplements for those NOAs already received. During the state fiscal year, when the Program receives new or updated federal NOAs, additional Supplements will need to be produced. 

It is the Program’s responsibility to determine if a Supplement is warranted:
· Supplements can be sent out to the LHDs without an AA Revision if there is no change needed to the AA. 
· AA Revisions can be sent out to the LHDs without a Supplement if there is no change to the grant information already provided.
How is the Supplement provided:
· If the Supplement is to be provided with an AA Revision, the AA+BE file is produced with the Supplement page included (AA+Supplement+BE) and forwarded to Adrienne Gilliatt as usual. 
· If the Supplement is to be provided without an AA Revision, convert the Word file to a PDF file and email the PDF of the Supplement to Rebecca Miller in the Contracts Office for distribution to the LHDs.
Information DPH is required to provide to the subawardee:
· Subrecipient name    [appears on the AA or AA Rev]
· Subrecipient DUNS number 
· Subaward period of performance start and end dates    [appears on the AA or AA Rev]
· Federal Award Identification Number   (FAIN)
· Federal award date 
· Federal award project description
· Name of federal awarding agency; 
Pass-through entity    [appears on the AA or AA Rev]; 
DPH contact info for awarding official    [appears on the AA or AA Rev]
· CDFA number and name
· Whether the award is research & development
· The indirect cost rate for the federal award
· Amount of federal funds obligated by this action
· Total amount of federal funds obligated to the subrecipient
· Total amount of the federal award
What to add to the AA itself:  Every AA (whether federally funded or not) will have this language included, starting with the FY17 AA.
This language needs to be added as the first information in Section VI, so it will be in front of any other language you have in your AA’s funding section. 
This new language needs to appear with numbered/lettered paragraphs and subparagraphs. You will need to change the numbers/letters in this new language to make it match what your AA already uses. (Or you can change everything else in your AA to match this — it’s up to you.) If the language in your AA’s funding section doesn’t have numbered paragraphs now, you will need to add numbers to your paragraphs.
This is what is added:
VI.	Funding Guidelines or Restrictions:
1. Requirements for pass-through entities:  In compliance with 2 CFR §200.331 – Requirements for pass-through entities, the Division provides Federal Award Reporting Supplements to the Local Health Department receiving federally funded Agreement Addenda. 
0. Definition: A Supplement discloses the required elements of a single federal award. Supplements address elements of federal funding sources only; state funding elements will not be included in the Supplement. Agreement Addenda (AAs) funded by more than one federal award will receive a disclosure Supplement for each federal award.
0. Frequency: Supplements will be generated as the Division receives information for federal grants. Supplements will be issued to the Local Health Department throughout the state fiscal year. For federally funded AAs, Supplements will accompany the original AA. If AAs are revised and if the revision affects federal funds, the AA Revisions will include Supplements. Supplements can also be sent to the Local Health Department even if no change is needed to the AA. In those instances, the Supplements will be sent to provide newly received federal grant information for funds already allocated in the existing AA.

Background about Omni:  The Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards; Final Rule, published by the U.S. Office of Management and Budget (OMB) on December 26, 2013, provides a single set of cost, audit and administrative requirements for all entities receiving federal funding. These federal requirements, referred to as “the Omni-Circular”, supersede and replace a collection of OMB circulars that governed different aspects of federal funds administration and applied to different types of federal grantees.
Omni-Circular requirements apply to federal grant awards, cooperative agreements and new funding increments issued on or after December 26, 2014.
Omni-Circular §200.331 requires every subaward to include specific grant information which will be collected on the Federal Award Worksheet for contracts and the Supplements for Agreement Addenda.
